ADMISSION POLICY

Choithram International aims to impart quality education to all its learners through
holistic development. The school aims at honing various skills in its learners which
would lead to multifaceted personalities, who strive to attain the zenith in all spheres of
life, simultaneously being grounded in moral ethical values. The inculcation of the trait
of being lifelong learners with an open minded attitude, leads to their acceptance of
diversified visions and promulgation of thoughts and beliefs essential for creation of a
global community. Therefore, the school takes into its domain students who are ready to
take up the challenge and forge ahead.

Choithram International exists to provide quality international education in English for
3 -19 year old students. The school welcomes applications from students regardless of
gender, ethnicity, religion or any other biases; and makes every effort to accept all
students who qualify the entrance examination.

The school attempts to accommodate:

1. All expatriate students for whom the school can provide an adequate educational
program.

2. Students who have come from another recognised national/ international
educational board.

3. All students irrespective of any learning barriers (as per inclusive education

policy).

ADMISSION PROCEDURE (PYP)
1. Enrolment is possible only when the admission is open (generally from December
to July) - subject to availability of seats.

2. Admission is a systematic process that includes inquiry, registration, school visit,
aptitude test and interaction with the Admin and interview with the HOS. 3

3. The final decision of admission lies with the Head of School.
4. The selection criteria for Early Years is based on interaction with parents. 5. The
admission to the Primary Years Programme is confirmed only after qualifying a
comprehensive aptitude test followed by parent interaction. 6. In case the parent
declares any physical or learning disability in the child the school counsellor is
consulted to provide support. The counsellor report is documented and shared with
the Head of School. The final decision lies with the Head of School.



7. At the time of admission, parents along with their wards also need to fill the
Language profiling form to help the school to identify the required language
support needs of the new entrants.

8. After acceptance parents will receive an invoice for payment of tuition fee
(according to current fee structure).

ADMISSION PROCEDURE (MYP & DP)
1. Admissions in the MYP and DP are open from December to July and are subject to
availability of seats.

2. External students need to appear for an entrance test consisting of Math and
English for MYP.

3. For DP, English and Mathematics are mandatory, and any other subjects that are
being opted from sciences/humanities groups. The admission tests are age and
phase appropriate based on national and international curricula. The tests are
designed to assess the skills and knowledge and to gauge the level of student’s
understanding for meeting the requirements of a subject at Standard and Higher
level. Each paper is of 1 hour duration and carries 50 marks. The dates for
entrance are finalized at the parent’s convenience. A candidate obtaining 60%
and above marks in each subject is eligible for registration in the Diploma
category of the IBDP. The result of entrance is declared in two weeks.

4. There will be no entrance test for internal students. A consolidated report of
students’ performance prepared by teachers and coordinators (Grade IX & X) will
be considered before admitting students in IBDP.

5. Entrance examination will be followed by personal interaction of the parent and
the candidate with the coordinator and thereafter an interview with the Head of
school. The ultimate decision regarding admission lies with the Head of school.

6. At the time of admission, parents and students are required to fill the Language
Profiling form to help the school to identify the required language support
needs of the new entrants.

7. After acceptance parents will receive an invoice for payment of tuition fee.
(according to current fee structure)

NOTE: In keeping with the philosophy of international education, CI does offer
admission to expatriate students who do not possess fluency in English, but who can
demonstrate a need for international education. Proper support and guidance will be
provided to the student in this case to develop sufficient language skills and improve
their academic performance.

Eligibility Criteria for Admission:

Early years and PYP: Age 3 years - 11 years

MYP: Age 11 - 15 years

The student must have successfully completed the previous year’s course or an
equivalent qualification from a recognized school before joining Choithram

International.



DP: Age 16-19 years.

The student must have successfully completed MYP with a min. of 60% aggregate marks
or any equivalent qualification from a recognized school before joining Choithram
International.

The candidate should have a good behavioural record and is expected to submit a letter
of recommendation from the Head of School or the Coordinator from the last attended
school.

Students from IGCSE should have a minimum 5 Cs or higher for admission in DP for

Diploma. The subject in which the student has scored a D or below will be taken only as

a SL subject. For Math HL, the eligibility is a minimum of grade B.

Candidates coming from CBSE should have a minimum of 8.0 CGPA and from ICSE board

a minimum of 60%. For Math HL, the eligibility is 80% (CBSE or ICSE) In case of not

meeting any or some of the eligibility criteria, the candidates will not be liable to full

Diploma and will be registered for course.

The school reserves the right to limit enrolment as well as to exclude students at any

time due to the following reasons:

1. Students not benefiting from the academic program due to lack of interest or effort,
persistent behaviour problems, or failure to maintain a satisfactory level of
performance.

2. Students who do not adhere to the policies, rules, regulations and disciplinary code of
conduct of the school.

3. Students dismissed from other Schools: CI reserves the right to refuse enrolment to
students who were dismissed from other schools for academic, disciplinary, or other
reasons. Students failing to reveal such a record at the time of enrolment may be
subject to expulsion when school officials learn of the record.

Documents needed at the time of admission:

1. Attested copy of transcripts and report cards of the previous two years where
applicable.

2. Attested copy of birth certificate or passport and two passport size photographs. 3.

Letter of recommendation from the Head of school or the Coordinator from the last

attended school.

4. Declaration from parents regarding any physical or learning disability of the child at
the time of admission. All students who come under diverse learning needs are

informed to the Head of school and coordinators so that wherever possible
appropriate support could be provided.

5. Language profile form to be submitted to the programme

coordinators. 6. School leaving certificate of the previous school if

applicable.

7. Address proof, Parent ID

8. Four photographs of parent and guardian/ escort.



After admission the subject selection process for each student is initiated by DP
coordinator in consultation with the University guidance counsellor and Inclusive
education coordinator in presence of parents. The student should complete the subject
selection form(Appendix) and hand it over to the coordinator.

Transfer case:

For admission in DP year 2, the student should achieve a minimum of 3 points in all SL
subjects and a minimum of 4 points in all HL subjects and a total of 24 points. He/She
should submit the report card of the last school attended. The student also needs to
complete the TOK exhibition and hand over the PPD form duly signed by the previous
school’s TOK Coordinator before admission. Other subject specific requirements should
be furnished by the last school that the candidate attended. The admission will only be
confirmed after receiving necessary documents from the previous school, needed for
subjects and core requirements.

Inclusion in MYP and DP: The school provides equal opportunities to all students to seek
admission, however, once admitted their promotion to higher classes is solely based on
their performance for which they receive planned learning support in school. Access
arrangements as per IB norms will be provided in DP and MYP but there will be no
modification in demand of assessments and learning outcomes.

Review of Policy

The Admission Policy is reviewed and updated (if needed) after two years. The
governing body, pedagogical leadership and the admin staff is involved in the review
process.
